Presentation of

Doxology

A doxology is a hymn or
word of praise to God for
His goodness and glory. The
Gloria Patri is another
example of a doxology.

Prayer of the Church

doubt, as we bring our
prayers to God, together.
Holy Scripture commands
pastors to pray with and for
God’s people, not just in
corporate worship, but
privately, as well.



Scripture Lesson

We hear and read Holy
Scripture throughout the
service, but this lesson, or
reading, prepares us for the
sermon text.

Sermon
